
Village residents can look 
forward to some exciting 
changes when it comes to 
our weekly trash and recy-
cling collection.   Our cur-
rent contract with Waste 
Management expires on 
December 31, 2009.  The 
Village is looking at going 
òautomatedó.  What does 
this mean for you?  Things 
just got easier!  Each resi-
dent will receive two 96-
gallon covered bins on 
wheels.  Not only will this 
be easier for you to get 
your trash and recycling 
bins to the curb, your trash 
and recyclables will be pro-
tected from the elements, 
eliminating garbage blowing 
throughout your neighbor-
hood.  Due to the size of 
the bins, residents will be 
able to place more trash/
recycling items into them 
reducing the current num-
ber of cans and bins being 
placed at the curbs each 
week.  Of course this ser-
vice comes with a price tag.  
Because we were under 
contract for the past three 
years, our costs were pro-
tected by the contract price.  
In July, Governor Doyle 
increased the state tipping 
fee from $5.90 to $13.00 
per ton.  Wisconsin now 
has the second highest tip-

ping fees in the United 
States.  Moving forward the 
Village can expect substan-
tial increases in the weekly 
cost for trash and recycling 
pick-up, as well as a cost 
increase in the dumpsters 
being used at the drop site. 

Village personnel have been 
looking at ways to control 
some of these expected in-
creases.  One way is to 
eliminate the commercial 
users use of the routine 
weekly residential pick-up.  
A commercial user would 
be required to contract in-
dependently with a disposal 
service.  A commercial user 
is defined as a building with 
five or more residential 
units or a building that con-
tains at least one commer-
cial establishment.  Another 
way to eliminate costs is to 
change to curbside pick-up 
for bulky items.  This 
change would help to re-
duce the costs at the drop 
site while providing resi-
dents with an easier solu-
tion for getting rid of those 
bulky items.  You would no 
longer have to get them to 
the drop site but only go as 
far as your curb.  Residents 
would coordinate and pay 
the Contractor directly for 
disposal.   

Going automated means 
that residents will need to 
be aware of the placement 
of their bins at the curb-
side.  The bins must be 
placed within 2 feet of the 
curb and there must be a 6 
foot clearance between all 
other objects.   Yes, this 
will be challenging during 
the winter months; but Vil-
lage personnel have faith in 
our residents that you will 
be up for the challenge. 

At the time this article went 

to print, we do not know 

who will be awarded the 

contract.  Rest assured, Vil-

lage personnel is committed 

to contracting with a com-

pany that will provide the 

best service for our resi-

dents needs while keeping 

costs in check.  During the 

transition period of going 

automated, we ask that resi-

dents keep in mind that 

there will be challenges.  

Village personnel and the 

Contractor will do our best 

to address and solve these 

issues as quickly as possi-

ble.  So letõs get this change 

rolling and look forward to 

the positive changes that lie 

ahead for the Village.  ˊ
